You can usually get away with something different in youth group than in “big
church.” And if your church has any specific jokes about activities, people, items, sports
affiliations, events, or unique destinations, use those! Regardless of whether or not you
use this, it could also be a fun team activity. You're guaranteed to laugh at your
creations.
